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WHO ARE WE?

Inuit Qaujisarvingat: The Inuit Knowledge Centre envisions a world in which Inuit and Inuit knowledge advance sustainable Arctic science and policy. The Centre will lead education and training efforts to ensure an increasingly active role for Inuit that leads to the generation innovative research and policy making within a Canadian and global context.

WHY ARE WE BEING FORMED?

Global and national forces such as sovereignty, resource development, climate change and militarization are driving much of the science about the Canadian and circumpolar Arctic and creating increasing demands for timely scientific information as well as the engagement and knowledge of Arctic Indigenous peoples.  

Despite this recent surge in interest about Inuit perspectives and involvement of Inuit in scientific research, there remain significant challenges in acquiring Inuit knowledge and understanding how it can expand the research and the knowledge base necessary for sound policy development in the Arctic.

Inuit Qaujisarvingat: The Inuit Knowledge Centre will address the opportunities and challenges for Inuit in Arctic research and grow to meet the demand for better knowledge about the Arctic. 

WHO ARE OUR AUDIENCES?

The Centre’s main goals are tri-fold:
· Fostering knowledge exchange and capacity

· Contributing knowledge for improved Arctic research

· Supporting knowledge development in key Inuit policy areas
