Inuit Nunangat is the Inuit homeland in Canada, encompassing the
autonomous land claims regions of Nunavut, Nunavik, Nunatsiavut
and the Inuvialuit Settlement Region. It is inclusive of land, water
and ice, and describes an area covering 35 percent of Canada’s
landmass and 50 percent of its coastline.
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
